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Program Objective: Howard University will be offering a certificate in Supply Chain Management (SCM) in response to demand from individuals who desire more formal education in the supply management field.  The program is intended for the following types of individuals:





1.  Job Promotion - Individuals who need proof of advanced SCM education in their personnel jacket in order to be considered for promotion.  This is particularly true for some government/military positions.





2.  Initial SCM Education -  Individuals who have migrated into the field of supply management from some other fields (e.g., finance, I/T, etc.,) and desire formal supply management education.





3.  Career Broadening - Individuals who have worked in specific, limited areas of supply management (e.g., logistics; demand forecasting; etc.,) and would like to gain a broader perspective on all of the disciplines underneath the SCM umbrella.





4.  Career Opportunities - Individuals who have heard about the tremendous opportunities for career growth in the supply management field and want to thoroughly investigate the field by enrolling in a curriculum that can help them to make important career decisions about switching into the supply management field.





The objective of the certificate is to give the above mentioned individuals the formal education that will enable them to enhance and further their careers in supply management.





Program Description:  The certificate program is a five course curriculum (See Curriculum below) that will be taught at the graduate level.  The teaching methodology will make extensive use of case studies, team assignments, and guest lecturers from leading corporate and government locations.   Other important items about the program are:


Duration: One standard school year: Late August to Late April





Location: Howard University Silver Spring Campus (May be moved to a Northern                       Virginia location)





Class times: 6:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.


                   Tuesday & Thursday





Tuition:  $7,500 for Fall 2004 class.  Courses are viewed as one package of five                        integrated courses.  There are no electives or options.





Curriculum:  The program consists of the five graduate level courses.





Introduction to SCM -  This course surveys the challenges related to the processing of products, starting from their material extraction to their arrival at the customers’ door. The course covers issues related to purchasing/sourcing, manufacturing, logistics/distribution, marketing/sales, and after-sales support in a global environment. Managerial challenges in each area are identified and procedures/methodologies relevant to address these issues in a global context are discussed. 





Introduction to Acquisition/Procurement - This course discusses the issues surrounding acquiring the right product or service in the right quantity with the right quality from the right source at the right time for the right price.  It provides an introduction and overview of acquisition and its role in commercial enterprises.  Current reforms in the acquisition field will be incorporated into the course and emerging controversies will be highlighted to provide students with an up-to-date view of the profession.  





e-Commerce - This course discusses the issues involved in e-commerce including the roots of e-commerce, e-commerce for supply chain management, ISP Business, broad agency announcements, and electronic commerce.





Current topics in Supply Management - This course examines leading general business publications (e.g., Wall Street Journal, Washington Post, New York Times, Business Week, etc.,) and trade magazines on a daily basis to recognize and discuss the new developments and trends in the supply management field.  Also, leading corporate and government practitioners in the supply management field will discuss their organizations’ use of SCM. 





Advanced SCM - This course includes an analysis of logistics and global operations, aspects of marketing/channeling, ERP software and applications, decision support systems, risk analysis and management, and quality function deployment across the supply chain management.





Prerequisites -  In order to be accepted into the program, the prospective student must meet the following qualifications.





1.  Baccalaureate degree from a four year accredited college





2.  Completion of enrollment process





3.  Payment of tuition





Expected Outcomes –  As a result of attending the certificate program, the student should have a strategic view of how SCM can be employed to improve a company’s supply management function.  Students should understand the best practices of many leading companies and see how these companies/agencies use SCM to improve competitiveness, quality and customer satisfaction, and reduce cost and cycle time.  Graduates of the program should be conversant in many of the areas that comprise SCM: Logistics; e-Commerce; TQM; Strategic Partnerships; “Make-Buy” sourcing decisions; Lean/JIT manufacturing; RFID; Negotiation; Inventory Control; and a host of other supply management concepts and “best practices.”





Students will receive a Certificate from Howard University that indicates they have successfully completed a course of study in supply management.
